Working with the Online Commerce Suite Shopping Cart

The shopping cart that is distributed with the Online Commerce Suite Distribution Package is provided as a sample to help you understand how shopping carts integrate with the Online Commerce Suite system. This sample shopping cart is not intended as a shopping cart solution for your on-line catalog, however it is fully functional and can provide you with a temporary solution. The functionality to this shopping cart is limited to basic operations. The shopping cart has been developed to integrate only with Online Commerce Suite. The shopping cart will not function properly when sending transaction information to another payment processing system. 

Adding your own items to the shopping cart

Items can be added to and removed from the cart only through manually entering item information directly into the HTML/JavaScript code of the cart. Each item must be entered manually, and individually. 

Each item entered requires five pieces of information specific to that item. Those are: Item ID, Description, Price, Quantity, and Weight.

Item ID – This is up to you to create an item labeling system. Item ID’s can be any combination of up to five alphanumeric characters. GC2K is not concerned with the item’s ID that you assign, and does not keep this information on file. Item ID’s are retrieved from your HTML code upon the submission of a transaction.

Item Description – The item’s description is used to give a brief description of the item that has been ordered. The Item description will appear in the final order confirmation as well as the email receipt.

Item Price - The individual price of the item ordered. 

Item Quantity – The quantity of each specific item the consumer wishes to purchase. Your customer should set this value at run-time. 

Item Weight – The weight of the item ordered. This is used for shipping calculations entered into Online Commerce Suite’s shipping manager.


If you would like to add tax to the items offered in your shopping cart, please see the section entitled “Adding tax to your products”. 


The sample shopping cart includes pages of items pre-entered on .html documents that we can use as templates. In the distribution package, these pages are titled subs.html, planes.html and tanks.html. The formatting, layout, and design of these pages is up to you. All that is required by Online Commerce Suite to process the transaction is one line of code that includes the required information as stated above. This line should look like:

In this example, the consumer will select a button to purchase a “Los Angeles Class Submarine”. This is a standard form input field that uses JavaScript to add information about this item to a cookie stored on the local machine of the consumer. 

To change the information in this document to reflect your own items, you must change the values of the variables to match your item’s information. All information is stored within the parentheses and separated by commas. For this example, the Item’s ID is “25151”. The description is “Los Angeles Class Submarine”. The Price is “29.95”. The quantity is derived from a separate input field that is populated by the consumer. The value of  “document.ItemList.Qty0.value” is assigned from the quantity entered into the ‘Qty0’ input tag. This is the recommended way, since your users should be entering the quantity themselves, however your specific requirements may use a set value. In this case, replace  document.ItemList.Qty0.value  with a static integer. There is no limit to the amount of items that can be on one page, however there is a 15 item max per checkout.

NOTE: The name of the ‘quantity’ input tag is CaSe SeNsItIvE with it’s relation to the JavaScript. If the case is not correct, you will receive a Java error from your browser stating that the quantity is not defined. 'ItemList.Qty1.value' will work with '<input name=Qty0 value=1>', but not '<input name=qty0 value=1>'
The order.html page is the document that sends the transaction information to Online Commerce Suite for payment processing. You should make changes to this document to reflect your personal settings and ATSID number. Information on populating the fields of this page can be found in the Online Commerce Suite.  This page appears on the consumer’s browser when they select the “Checkout” option of the shopping cart. When the user clicks on the submit button of this form, the final shopping cart information is transferred to our secure server, and a secure page is returned to the consumer’s browser. At this point, the shopping cart is no longer utilized, and the transaction is completed using the preview method. 

Adding tax to your products


At the time of development, this cart did not include the possibility of including tax. As a temporary workaround, you have a choice of adding a line of code to the order.html page that will add tax to all items. If you choose to add this line, tax information is derived from Online Commerce Suite’s Tax Manager. If this line is included, all items in the cart will include tax. If you choose to do it this way, there will not be a way to define which items are taxed and which items are not.


To add tax to your items, look for this block of code in the order.html document:

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemid" value="'+ID+'">');

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemname" value="'+Sdesc+'">');

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemdesc" value="'+Sdesc+'">');

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemquant" value="'+Qty+'">');

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemprice" value="'+Price+'">');

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemweight" value="'+Weight+'">');

Directly underneath this, add this line:

document.writeln('<input type=hidden name="itemtax" value="1">');
